There are sixteen macro-
strata: Saburtalo, Isani, Samgori, Nadzaladevi, Gldani, Other Capital, Rustavi, Kutaisi, Batumi, Poti, Gori
district, Telavi district, Zugdidi district, Kobuleti district, Other Urban, Other Rural. This included 609
clusters of electoral precincts.
