1. Make sure the first experience is a rewarding one.

2. Make their workplace comfortable.

3. Make sure adequate supervision is available.

4. Take special care of your most productive volunteers.

5. Listen to input on the campaign from volunteers.

6. Make ample use of thank you notes and volunteer newsletters.

7. Maintain consistency in communicating with volunteers.

8. Don’t be impatient with inexperienced volunteers.

9. Have the candidate and other VIP’s visit with volunteers from time to time.
