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Regular Telephone Survey Methodology

Fieldwork dates: May 8-25, 2024

2 508 completed interviews

The nationally representative sample was random:

*  One-staged sample based on random generation of mobile phone numbers
* No additional quota or strata was used

The temporarily occupied territories before February 23, 2022 (Autonomous Republic of Crimea, city of Sevastopol, and occupied regions of Donetsk
and Luhansk oblasts) were excluded from the sample. Respondents residing in the territories that were occupied after February 24, 2022 were

interviewed (if they felt safe to answer the questions).

Quality control

* Allinterviewers received a two-level training system

* Independent controllers conducted quality control interviews

*  30% of all interviews were checked by controllers

* All 2508 interviews were conducted via telephone using CATI (Computer-Assisted Telephone Interview) software

The margin of error for national sample is 2.2%
